Cell Phone & Electronic Device Policy


Effective Immediately and Retroactively














The following items are not allowed at this ministry regardless of how long you have been here or what phase of the program you are in:





Computer, tablet, TV, MP3 player, DVD player, or CD player.


**The only possible exception to this rule is by special permission from Pastor Jake.














For those men who are not eligible to work, whether because you are still in the First Phase or because you are under disciplinary action, the policy is as follows:





During this period of time you are not permitted to have a cell phone, non-activated cell phone, tablet, computer, MP3 player, CD player or any other type of electronic device that would enable you to make phone calls, text, email, watch videos, view images, or listen to music.


You will be able to use the house phone or a House Leaders’ cell phone for a short period of time on Thursday evenings between the hours of 5 pm to 10 pm and then again on Sunday afternoons between the hours of 2 pm to 6 pm.


You are not permitted to borrow any other residents’ phone at any time for any reason.














For those men who are eligible to work and not under any disciplinary action, the policy is as follows:





You may have your phone at all times.


You may not use your phone in any irresponsible way (e.g., looking at pornography, using phone during meeting, etc.).


You are not permitted to borrow any other residents’ phone at any time or lend your phone to any other resident.














Any infraction of any of the rules listed above will result in disciplinary action up to and including dismissal from the program.














These rules are subject to change as our policy evolves; however, any changes will be made in writing seven days prior to those changes taking effect.
